DUTIES OF THE SQUADRON

 SAFETY OFFICER

1. Assists and advises the Commander and the Wing Safety Officer in developing the overall accident prevention program.

2. Directs safety inspections, and continuously surveys the CAP environment for improvements. 

3. Directs accident investigations, in consultation with the Wing Safety Officer, and the unit or Wing Legal Officer.

4. Plans safety-training programs to acquaint all personnel with the responsibility for applying safe practices.

5. Makes visits to all of the unit’s activities, and assists unit in solving safety concerns.

6. Reviews and analyzes accident literature in order to improve unit’s accident prevention program.

7. Prepares training guides, articles for the unit and Wing newsletter, promotes the unit’s safety program within and outside the unit. Attends to the unit’s safety bulletin board, and generally ensures that safety is uppermost in the minds of unit members.

8. Recommends safety improvements to the Commander.

9. Is familiar with CAP directives in the Regulations 62 series, and the Wing Commander's Supplements to the 62 series.

10. Works toward completion of the Safety Officer Specialty course, and advancement through the master level.

11. In consultation with the Commander, selects, trains, and supports one or more Cadets in the role of Cadet Safety Officer.

12. Prepares and presents, or arranges for the presentation, of Safety Briefings to the unit at least once per month, and at every unit mission.
